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Worshiping in East Brainerd

East Brainerd, the location of
St. Martin, is just east of Downtown
Chattanooga, about two miles from
Interstate 75 as it runs north to
Knoxville, south to Atlanta, and
connects to 1-24 west to Nashville, and
[-59 to Birmingham, in a community that
was very rural during the mid-twentieth
century. It has experienced substantial
growth in both residential and
commercial development throughout the
late twentieth century and now into the
twenty-first.

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A Bit of History

In the 1950s, eight acres of
property in the East Brainerd
suburb of Chattanooga were
purchased through the efforts
of The Episcopal Commission

of Southeast Tennessee, a
consortium of area Episcopal

Churches then dedicated to
developing new missions. The
property contained the uncom-

pleted Jolley House, a two-

story colonial house, and an
additional rental cottage, and
became the site of the first

church.

In early 1960, four families
from Grace Episcopal and one
from St. Paul
gan discussing the feasibility of
beginning a new mission in the

East Brainerd area. Within the

Mission Statement

next few months, Grace Episco-
pal had agreed to be the mission
sponsor and St. Martin's was

born.

The first service was held in the
East Brainerd School Library on
the first Sunday in September,
1960. During the next month, the
Jolley House was remodeled and
with a small addition it was made
suitable for holding services. The
first service was held on the
property on Christmas Eve, 1960.
Rough beginnings led to an ac-
tive church. Renovations over
time have resulted in St. Martin

as it appears today. Take a walk
